Listening  
What part of the sermon was most 

helpful to you or challenged you to 

think and/or live differently?

Engaging 
Have someone read 1 Samuel 23, the 

story of Saul and David in the cave. 

Discuss what drives people to willful 

disloyalty and betrayal. 

 

Have someone read 1 Samuel 24. Do 

David’s actions (or more to the point 

what he chooses NOT to do) surprise 

you? Discuss what might drive a 

person to take such action (or 

choose to NOT take action). 
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Applying 
Read Romans 12:19. It is often a lot 

easier to be overcome by feelings of 

betrayal than it is to extend grace. 

Discuss what it means to allow 

vengeance to be God’s and not take 

matters into our own hands. 

 

Are there places you have been 

wounded or betrayed that you need to 

surrender to the Lord? Allow those 

around you to pray with you and 

support you.
